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Antiochus Epiphanes

One of the kings of the North.
He persecuted God’s people to a great 
extent.
He defiled the temple by putting the 
statue of Jupiter.
He offered a pig in the temple of God.
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Example of the Anti-Christ

Antiochus is an example to the Anti-
Christ
What he did was “a sample” of what 
the Anti-Christ will do at the end days.
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Nature of prophecies
Part of God’s wisdom is not to speak of 
certain things in plain language
We do not know much about

How the heaven was created
Where is heaven
Where is hell
how did the angel fall
The nature of the devil’s fall
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Nature of prophecies

We only know what God think is 
sufficient for us
God revealed this sufficient knowledge 
in the Bible
Starts by describing earthly things and 
then switches to describe other things
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The Devil and his fall

Isaiah 14:4
Starts talking about the king of Babylon and 
then switches to talk about Lucifer  (The 
morning star)

Ezekiel 28:13-17
Starts by lamenting the king of Tyre and 
switches to fall of the devil 
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Anti-Christ

Dan 11:36  And the king shall do 
according to his will. 

And he shall exalt and magnify himself 
above every god, 
and shall speak marvelous things against 
the God of gods, 
and shall prosper until the fury is fulfilled. 
For that which is decreed shall be done. 
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What will he do?
Dan 11:37  He will 

not regard the God of his fathers, 
nor the desire of women,
nor regard any god. 
For he shall magnify himself above all. 

Dan 11:38  But in his place he shall honor the 
god of forces; and a god whom his fathers 
did not know, he shall honor with gold and 
silver, and with precious stones and desirable 
things. 
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Daniel Prophecies Chapter 7

Dan 7:8 I was thinking about the 
horns, and behold, there came up 
among them another little horn, before 
whom three of the first horns were 
uprooted. And behold, in this horn were
eyes like the eyes of man, and a mouth 
speaking great things. 
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Daniel Prophecies Chapter 8
Dan 8:9 And out of one of them came forth a little 
horn, which became very great, toward the south 
and toward the east and toward the bountiful land. 
Dan 8:10  And it became great, even to the host of 
heaven. And it made fall some of the host and of the 
stars to the ground, and trampled them. 
Dan 8:11  Yea, he magnified himself, even to the 
ruler of the host, and the daily sacrifice was taken 
away by him, and the place of his sanctuary was cast 
down.
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St. Paul confirms
2Th 2:3  Let not anyone deceive you by any 
means. For that Day shall not come unless 
there first comes a falling away, and the man 
of sin shall be revealed, the son of perdition, 
2Th 2:4  who opposes and exalts himself 
above all that is called God, or that is 
worshiped, so that he sits as God in the 
temple of God, setting himself forth, that he 
is God.
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Revelation
Rev 13:11  And I saw another beast coming up out of the earth. And it had two 
horns like a lamb, and he spoke like a dragon. 
Rev 13:12  And it exercises all the authority of the first beast before him, and 
causes the earth and those dwelling in it to worship the first beast, whose 
deadly wound was healed. 
Rev 13:13  And it does great wonders, so that it makes fire come down from 
the heaven onto the earth in the sight of men. 
Rev 13:14  And it deceives those dwelling on the earth, because of the miracles 
which were given to it to do before the beast, saying to those dwelling on the 
earth that they should make an image to the beast who had the wound by a 
sword and lived. 
Rev 13:15  And there was given to it to give a spirit to the image of the beast, 
so that the image of the beast might both speak, and might cause as many as 
would not worship the image of the beast to be killed. 
Rev 13:16  And it causes all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and bond, 
to receive a mark on their right hand, or in their foreheads, 
Rev 13:17  even that not any might buy or sell except those having the mark, or 
the name of the beast, or the number of its name.

Dan 11:40  And at the end-time, the 
king of the south shall butt at him. And 
the king of the north shall come against 
him like a tempest, with chariots and 
with horsemen and with many ships
