= EX0 26:1 And you shall make the
tabernacle wrth ten curtains of fine
twined bleached /inen, and blue, and
purple, and scarlet. You shall make
them with cherubs, of the work of a
cunning workman.

Heavenly

= Purple: Royal color for the gentiles.
Color i1s obtained from shells that are

crushed after its death. Represents
Christ ruling over us after His death on

the cross

= Scarlet: Red, obtained from a type of
worms that are nested in the trees.
Represents the blood of Christ

= Bleached Linen: White represents
purity. Priest used to make their clothes
from Linen.

Mat 25:15, 5 loaves in miracle of feeding the 5,000)

= 5 curtains cover the Holy of Holies: Christ’s full ability
and deed to satisfy the father

= 5 curtains cover the Holy: Represents Christ’s
complete work towards the Church

= Curtains united through the 50 clasps. We received
The Holy Spirit by Christ’'s work of salvation

= Others see It as representing the Jews and gentiles
united together by the Holy Spirit

= Total Dimension is 28x40 (28x(4x10))

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The Boards

= Made of acacia wood, represents the believers
(no gold), or the apostles:
=« Gal 2:9 and knowing the grace given to me, James,
and Cephas, and John, who seemed to be pillars,
= Silver base: supported by the word of God.
Others see it as Christ’s salvation (The silver
was used to pay the redemption shekel)

= The Bars represent the prophets, their
testimony supports the work of the preaching of
the apostles.
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The Vells

= EX0 26:31 And you shall make a veil of
blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine
twined bleached /inen of embroidered
work. It shall be made wrth cherubs.

= The vell represents Christ
